We wanted to take a few minutes to provide an update on our personal situation. Two weeks ago 

Lorilee began experiencing extreme fatigue and on Saturday Oct 3. she was admitted to the hospital 

here in Phnom Penh with chest pain, shortness of breath and extreme fatigue.  

After 5 days in the hospital and extensive testing the conclusion reached by doctors was that medically 

she is fine, but she is experiencing a severe episode of extreme fatigue. She is now at home and resting 

but is still extremely tired and will be on a very limited amount of activity for a while.  

We would appreciate your prayers, as we work through this time and try to make space for Lorilee to 

rest and recover.

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What's Been Going On ... 

The summer has been wonderful and busy.  Since we wrote last at the end of June: 

1. The adoption documentary we released has had over 16,000 views and the shorter story of 

Ezra's adoption has had over 10,000 views!  The comments and response from the stories have 

been really encouraging and exciting. 

2. We finished up a total of 6 weeks working in Northern Vietnam getting media from the rural 

communities around Hanoi.  This is our largest project yet and we are providing message and 

visual branding, a website, 5 videos, and 8 photo essays.  We are waiting for information from 

them to finish populating the new website and are excited to show it to you :) 

3. Ian got bit by a dog and got to experience rabies shots in both Vietnam and Cambodia.  

4. We traveled back to our home in Cambodia!  After 9 months on the road it is exciting to be back 

in our own space.  ... being gone so long meant we got back and didn't have water, internet, and 

the place was a mess... but it was home sweet home. 

5. Bryon got in a pretty nasty bike accident when his front wheel came off as he was riding through 

fields outside the city.  He has a torn muscle in his arm that will take several weeks to heal but 

we are really glad it wasn't worse.   

We are still spinning a bit from traveling so long. Traveling for 9 months was never in the plan when we 

left. It was full of lots of great experiences as well as many challenges. We are still trying to figure out 

how to handle the contrasts of pain and hope, how to deal with moving between cultures, and how do 

this life as a family.  It is by far mostly good, but we hope not to be gone for that long again. 

Currently we are finishing up work for the Vietnam project and starting to have meetings for upcoming 

work in Cambodia.  We are also taking time over the next few weeks to intentionally pray, look at our 

work, and ask the questions:

Over 

the last few weeks we have been photographing and creating short films for each child who isn't match 

to a family for adoption yet to help tell their story. 

It has been an amazing and difficult experience all at the same time. In the past it has been easier to see 

the worldwide orphan crisis as a faceless problem. Over the last month, first with the advocacy camp in 

Xi'an, and then here at Bethel, we have come to see it face to face. It is hard to see the situation in the 

face of small children and realize there are so many like them. 

We really hope that this campaign can get these children seen by the parents that are looking for them 

and waiting to bring them home.  

We hope that Ted's adoption story will inspire people who are thinking about adopting to take the 

plunge and start the process. We also hope that it will inspire people who have never considered 

adoption to open their hearts to the possibility of giving a child a permanent home and forever family.

Last week we had the huge privilege of working with Children's House International and the Xi'an 

orphanage with the advocacy camp they were running. 

The Xi'an Orphanage asked Children's House International (CHI) to come and do this camp so they could 

learn about some of the harder to place kids in their orphanage to help them get adopted. 

17 kids attended the camp and each had at least 1 advocate working with them all week to get to know 

their personalities and better understand their needs. The kids came and lived with the CHI staff at a 

hotel and went around the city for activities all week. 

It was wild, exciting, and life changing. 

All the kids would struggle to find a family without this extra exposure because 

¶ They have a disability 

These girls (Brexley and Alex) were so much fun all week. 

Always dressed up and ready for anything.

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¶ Many are boys and it is very hard to find families who want to adopt boys 

¶ They are older and most people want to adopt younger kids.  

However, these are some amazing kids! It was so fun to get to know them last week. Though each have 

different challenges, it is nothing that will keep them from living a full and normal life if they are given a 

chance.   

I want to introduce them to you :) 

Renwix (right) is a 9-year-old little boy with Dandy-walker 

syndrome waiting for a family to adopt him. He is curious about 

everything and full of questions especially about electronics.
